Texct

This idea that The Brothers Karamazov is a parable for Russia is explained by Dos-
toyevsky himself in the introductory note titled From the Author.
This short two page note is such a masterful piece of riddling brilliance as to be



worthy of the Sphinx itself. But can we deconstruct and decode what Dostoyevsky
deprecates as his ‘eternally uninteresting and confused explanations’? Deconstruc-
tion means to find the real hidden meaning behind the surface appearance. If we de-
construct the author’s note, perhaps we will be well on the way to understanding the
real meaning of the novel.

Dostoyevsky opens by asking what is so remarkable about his hero Alyosha, the ho-
ly son, despite his oddness and eccentricity. His answer is that such a person “cafr-
ries within himself the heart of the universal.” This 1S @ hint at the broad intent of The
Brothers Karamazov to use each character as a type, which in the case of Alyosha is
the heroic representation of universal truth. So far it is fairly clear, no real riddles
yet.

But next Dostoyevsky says “the trouble is that | have two tales, and only one life
story. The main narrative is the second; it is the action of my hero in our day, at the
very present time. The first tale takes place thirteen years ago, and it is hardly even a
novel, but only a period in my hero’s early youth. I cannot do without this first tale,
because much in the second tale would be incomprehensible without it.”

A quick perusal of the table of contents shows that there are not two tales, there is
one, and it is divided in four sections, not two. Dostoyevsky is talking in riddles with
his claim that he has two tales. What can this riddling gibberish possibly mean?

The answer to the riddle is that the first tale is the fictional account of the Karama-
zov family and its travails while the second tale, "the main narrative", is the meta-
phorical parable whereby the book is an intimate and acute psychological portrait of
the Russian culture, in all its flaws, risks and contradictions. This action of the sec-
ond tale that Dostoyevsky says happens “at the very present time” is the meaning of
the book for the social conflicts of the nation. The second tale is woven into the first.
Without the national analysis, the family story is “hardly even a novel”. The family
story, in its narrative of the identity and relations of the main characters, serves to
make the deeper story comprehensible, the story of Russia.

Does journalism work?

How do we know that the work that journalists do accomplishes anything at all?
And what does journalism do, exactly, beyond vague statements like “supports de-
mocracy’ and trivial ones like “gives me movie reviews”?

I made this image a couple months ago to introduce the question at a conference. A

reporter researches and writes a story. The first arrow represents the process that gets
that story published. We understand that process quite well, and the internet makes
publishing really cheap and easy. Then there’s a process that takes published, accu-
rate information and turns it into truth and justice for all. That’s the part that’s fuzzy.
In fact I don’t think we understand it at all. I call this “the last mile problem” in jour-
nalism — how does journalism actually reach people?
Journalists occasionally claim a scalp, such as by embarrassing a politician enough to
force them to resign, or focusing attention on some issue long enough to get legisla-
tion passed. Journalism also theoretically informs citizens so they can vote responsi-
bly, in the elections which happen every few years. As I’ve argued before, these are
weak levers by which to shift society. I’'m less interested in what journalism does in
extraordinary times, and more interested in how the journalist’s work improves the
day-to-day operation of a society, and the experiences of the people living in it.

It’s possible that much of the journalism we have is effective. Maybe the mere ex-
istence of consistent reporting on the machinations of the powerful keeps them in
line, and we’ll only know what journalism really gave us when it disappears and civi-
lization collapses into a mire of secrecy and corruption. Or maybe that’s already hap-
pened. How would we know? How can we tell whether journalism, as a local or a
global endeavor, is doing better this year than last?
